	The Municipality of Savski Venac covers the area of 15.8 km2 and is situated in the heart of Belgrade as one of the seventeen city municipalities. Savski Venac is a true central Belgrade municipality forming with the other three central municipalities the very core of the city.  It opens to the right bank of the Sava river and is located 500m from the confluence of the rivers Sava and Danube.

Culture and History 
From the centre of the city trough Savski Venac the main road leads to Topčider Park, a lush green oasis constructed in the XIX century. In the past, Topčider, where the former government and the residence of Knez Miloš were seated, was the centre of the City. As such, the first Serbian Parliament was located within the territory of our municipality. Today a number of cultural institutions including several museums, galleries, Tito’s Memorial Center and most diplomatic institutions, diplomatic corps, diplomatic residences, the largest hospitals, Belgrade Fair facilities and two of the largest football clubs Red Star and Partizan are all situated on Savski Venac.
